B. Security Lockdown

1. Need to join domain before installing JMPS and before loading DACL.

2. Loading the JMPS-Framework and JMPS-Framework-Data COE segments on the Gateway laptop we would get the following error:

· COE Installer: Unable to install segment JMPS-Framework because required segments are not available in the currently available software, or because of conflicts with existing installed software. 
3. As long as the data structure remains the same in JMPS you should be able to un-install JMPS and install an update without installing the data.
