1. JMPS Status – 

a.   JMPS 1.2.4 Requirements – Status Update – Dave, Doug, Lohn & Pablo
i. JMPS 1.2.4 - Update from MAJ Sheyda & Dave Wade – 
1. MAJ Sheyda reported that PMA-281 had received a proposal from Tybrin on the CALC Engine.  There is a TIM schedule on Monday with Tybrin to review the CALC RFP. He asked that Dave Wade and Doug Anthony participate in the TIM. Action: Check with Allison Fairell for information on the TIM teleconference. 

2. MAJ Sheyda identified a requirement for the HCWG set up a TIM to discuss the Weight & Balance Helicopter proposal. NGIT has formal TIMs in the current contract. NGIT would like to conduct a TIM every other month during the development phase. 

a. MAJ Sheyda will be the naval rep and Dave Wade will be the Army rep. We need to identify user representatives to this task.  MAJ Sheyda will touch base with NGIT (John Fields) to determine the date of the 1st TIM. 
b. John Fields has asked to discuss the following 4 issues:

2. Need to re-work the Area Planner (Need to come up with Use Case at MAWTS – Assault Support Team)
ii. Tactical graphics

iii. Test & Evaluation for JMPS 1.2.4

iv. GUI for interfaces

b.   Strategy for Remaining Helo Requirements (the rest of the list)

i. MAJ Sheyda noted that PMA-281 reps needed to understand what was being worked between Tybrin & GTRI to support helicopter requirements in JMPS. He will coordinate a visit to Eglin AFB with Allison Fairell, the PMA-281 NavMPS Requirements Lead.  

c.  Dave Wade noted that the HCWG needed government technical experts to provide feedback to developers on the CALC Engine. Lohn Schneider recommended we contact the V-22 Program for their input on this issue. 
d.  MAJ Sheyda recommended we meet next Thursday to review the status of the action items. 

e.  Lohn Schneider requested that we begin to identify testing requirement for helicopter mission planning requirements in JMPS. We will pass that requirement to Linda Perez, NAWC-WD Test Team.
