Limitations.  MPMs cannot overwrite Core objects.  Objects to be appended to the “tamps” object database must be in the correct ODF format (i.e., previously exported utilizing the TAMPS Core Object Export utility).  All object-required tables, parent objects, and bitmaps must already be present in the “tamps” database, or the object will not load and an error will be returned.
