DESCRIPTION:


This function returns a list of user name structures for the target client.  The structure contains the new user name and old user name and a changed flag.  When a client connects to the MPLAN, the user accounts from the client are transferred to the server.  In the case of a conflict between a user on the connecting client and the server, the client SA can rename the client account.  If a user has been renamed, the user name structure will contain the old name, new name and the changed flag will be set to ì1î.  If the user was not changed, the old name will be NULL, and the changed flag will be set to ì0î.
