DESCRIPTION:


This function executes a query on the weapon load database table and returns a linked list of BAM_WPNLOAD_T structures which meet the query criteria.  The function will automatically filter out data loads for which the current operator does not have read access permission.  The function returns a NULL pointer if a database error occurs during the query, or if no records are found that satisfy the query criteria.  It is the responsibility of the caller to free the memory allocated when the structures are no longer needed (this includes each of the referenced BAM_WPNFILE_T and BAM_KEYINFO_T structures).  The where clause parameter should include all necessary column names and values in the correct sql syntax.  A NULL where clause will return all data load structures in the database table for which the current operator has read access permission.
