	Performance Support Tools will be available to the user during system operations and will run in the UNIX operating environment.  These will include the following options:



		Job Planner - helps the user identify the tasks required for job completion, the order in which these tasks should be completed, and the system applications/functions that should be used.



		Tutorials How to... - enables the user to access a brief training session related to the particular application/function he/she is executing.  Tutorials will run in both Unix and Windows environments.



		On-line Documentation - enables the user to access reference material while performing an application/function on the system.  On-line documentation will run in both Unix and Windows environments.



	LessonsTutorials ( to be expanded to full Computer Based Training future years)  provide the user with in-depth training on system capabilities and operational uses of these capabilities. In addition to modules and lessons addressing TAMPS background information and functionality, the tutorials may  incorporate Computer-Managed Instruction (CMI) if testing and tracking of student performance is a requirement. The On-line Performance Support Tools (PST) and Tutorials will be incorporated into TAMPS 6.1 from the WSEas an option on the Help pull-down menu or as a standalone option available via an icon on the TAMPS display.
