3.4.1.4.1.2    GPS Download


GPS download procedures shall provide the capability to download to the GPS MDL in the order and format specified in the Global Positioning System Common Mission Data Loader Cartridge Format Specification, Revision E, of 11 April 1994, or the formats specified by the F-14 Functional Requirements Document for the TAMPS F-14 MPM and the Maintenance Data Processing Station, 20 February 1996.  Files include flight plan files, reversionary database, primary identifier database, magnetic variation table file, magnetic variation coefficients table file, GPS Almanac file, Tactical Waypoint file, JTIDS Initialization Data, F-14A/B-Upgrade OFS/Overlay Data, F-14A/B-Upgrade Mission Plan Read/Write files, and cartridge files.  The specific files available shall depend on the Mission Planning Module that is used to execute the GPS Download function.  MPM specific files and/or file formats shall not be available outside of that MPM. [NOTE: The following change is a correction, not a new requirement] The planner shall have the capability to erase the GPS MDL and to specify the start and end addresses for the erase operation.  A warning shall be provided to the planner if the DAFIF data base has exceeded its expiration date, but the planner shall not be prevented from accessing the DAFIF data base.
