Statement of Requirement (SOR)


TERPES requires changes to the menu bar creation software in TAMPS.  TERPES TFP, TEPP, and TTP applications require multiple menu bars that the application can modify.  TAMPS only provides two classes of menu bars, an MPM menu bar created by SIT and a DBA menu bar.  TERPES needs an additional type menu bar, one that starts out empty, that can be created multiple times.�

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Specification Statements


SOR 95-81C requires a specific programmatic interface to be supported by core.  SOR 95-18C is not a TAMPS system requirement.  No changes are required to the System Specification.  Existing TAMPS System Specification relating to the requirement is listed below.

The workstation management subfunction shall provide the capability to perform backup operations, set time, view logs, enter the UNIX system, perform remote login, and shut down the workstation.  The workstation executive shall initialize, terminate, and maintain the interfaces for applications to execute in the TAMPS.  Interfaces shall include, but not be limited to, capabilities to display graphic and alphanumeric data, interface with peripherals, and access TAMPS databases.

Concept of Operations


When an INTEL MPF application  (i.e. TFP, TEPP, TADIL, IAA) is selected from the WSE menu bar,  an INTEL-unique version of “sit_init” menu will be invoked that excludes functions only associated with aircraft or weapon system MPMs. A second menu bar, with INTEL-specific functions, will be invoked and displayed directly beneath the “generic function” menu bar.


INTEL operators will utilize the generic upper menu bar for accessing required TAMPS core applications and all INTEL-unique applications will be accessible from the lower bar.

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STATEMENT OF FUNCTIONALITY


1.0	TERPES-Unique Version of “SIT_INIT”


To support the unique requirements of TERPES applications, a new, separate version of the “SIT_INIT” menu utility will be added to the TAMPS core that provides functionality specific to “INTEL” MPFs. The new function will have a unique name that will be specified by the INTEL application prior to building and linking against TAMPS core. All other MPMs will continue to select the existing TAMPS “SIT_INIT” menu utility.


To support INTEL MPFs, the new menu utility will display two menu bars, one with generic core functions, and the other with application-specific functions.


2.0	TERPES  Generic Function Menu Bar


The generic function menu bar will be displayed  first, and will contain all core functions currently available on the existing TAMPS menu bar, with the exception of those functions that are not required by INTEL applications.

3.0	TERPES  Application Menu Bar


The “application specific” menu bar will be displayed directly below the generic menu bar and will contain menu choices required by the specific TERPES/INTEL application. The application menu bar will be fully configurable by specific TERPES/INTEL applications.


(I.E. The  TEPP application menu bar will contain pulldown menus for Databases, Process, Query, Analyst , Status, and HELP.)
