Specification Statements


SOR 95-81J is a new requirement to the products section message processing.  System specification changes are indicated below.


3.4.1.8.1.5	Messages (Item 5


The messages subfunction shall provide the message body and addressee informa�tion for communications processing to prepare and transmit the message.  An au�thorized user (i.e., with message creation role) shall be able to create a message by selection of a previously created message.  Upon display of the message, the autho�rized user shall be able to modify the message content to prepare a new message.  An authorized user shall also be able to create TACELINT, OTH-GOLD (contact report), EWMSNSUM and TACREP messages by selection of a graphically displayed group of symbols and a message type.  The message shall be created containing ap�propriate data based upon the selected symbol.  The authorized user shall be able to edit the information in the message header or body.  The authorized user shall be able to designate addressees from a standard list or add new addressees.  The created message shall be transferred to an authorized releaser prior to transmission.

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Concept of Operations


Message formatting software for  creating and parsing TACELINT, TACREP, EWMSNSUM, and OTH-GOLD messages will be available in TAMPS core.


Users will create messages by accessing the utility from the “generic sit-init” menu bar.


Products->Messages->Create.


Users will send messages via Products->Messages->File->Xmit.


The database administrator shall have the capability to select parsing of TACELINT, TACREP, EWMSNSUM, and OTH-GOLD messages through normal interface functionality of the COMMS processor.


Message backup and restore capabilities will be the same as with other TAMPS databases,  and include archive, restore, and delete via the main TAMPS DBA application.

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STATEMENT OF FUNCTIONALITY


1.0	Messages Added/modified for this effort.


EWMSNSUM and OTH_GOLD messages will be added to the list of messages which a TAMPS user can create.  The user can create/modify the following message types:

	REQCONF


	TACELINT


	TACREP


	EWMSNSUM


	OTH-GOLD


	OBREP


The user activates the message editor by selecting “Products->Messages”  from the MPM/MPF/Core main menu bar.  All messages are formatted in accordance with USMTF standards.


In addition to adding two new message formats, this effort also adds the capability to automatically include additional “Optional” data to the TACELINT and TACREP reports.  The additional fields include parametric data which TERPES processes.


2.0	Prior to activating the message editor, the user has the option of first hooking one or more objects to build the message against.  The object must have been defined with the appropriate message type as a valid action for it to be used in message generation.


3.0	The user activates the message editor by selecting Products->Messages and then Create to view a list of available messages.  The user selects the appropriate message type and if an object is hooked, the data from the object will be used to populate the message format.  if no object hooked, a blank mask will be displayed.
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4.0	The user will have the option to edit the message by selecting EDIT in the Editor window.  Once edits are made, the user can select OK to apply the edits or Cancel to discard the edits.  The user also has the option to Reset the message to its original state at any time during the edit phase.


Once the message is completed, the user has the following options under the File pulldown:


	Load - Allows user to load a previously defined message.


	Save - Allows user to save a message to a file.


	Print - Allows user to print the currently displayed message.


	Transmit - Allows user to transmit a message outside the Products application via the Comms Processor.  When Transmit is selected, the currently displayed message is validated against the appropriate USMTF format and if valid, a list of available addressees is displayed for the user to select from.  After selecting addressees, the user selects OK to transmit or Cancel to abort the Transmit operation.


	Exit - Quit the edit session and remove the editor window.
