 

PROCEDURES FOR MIDB FACILITY ADD/EDIT IN TAMPS BUILD 4

(TAMPS not connected to GCCS-M)



Working

Creating new facility records with RECORD_STATUS = W (Working), except for Radar Facilities (CATEGORY starting with ë85í).

Editing these Working records.

Entering a value in the SCENARIO_SET field in FAC, UNIT or EQP will mark the record as a ìscenarioî record and not an ìoperationalî record.  Note: Use capital alphabetic characters and/or numbers; do not use spaces or special characters.

Adding new equipment to any existing facility (RECORD_STATUS of L or W can be used).

Editing any facility data in records provided on the Baseload tape.  You will get a confirmation message asking if you really want to change a national record.



Not Working

Creating any Radar Facilities (CATEGORY like 85%).  However, you can add radars to any type of facility.

Screen standards within the MIDB software

Red 	Mandatory

Black	System-generated (user can’t enter)

�CREATE A NEW FACILITY (The Basics)



Select DBA->Update->Threats->MIDB->New Installation/Facility

Enter Category (e.g., 80000) Note: 80000 is a valid category for Airfield.

Enter COORD (e.g., 255109123N1164202123E).  Make sure the latitude is in the form ddmmsstttN or ddmmsstttS and the longitude is in the form dddmmsstttE or dddhhmmsstttW where d Ò degrees, m Ò minutes, s Ò seconds and t Ò thousands of a second.

Press ëGENERATE GEOí and make sure that CC and WAC get filled.  (The MIDB software will attempt to figure out these values, based on the COORD entered.)  If either field is still blank, the OK and GENERATE buttons will be insensitive.  You must have these two fields filled to continue.  You can always enter CC = WW and WAC = 9999.

Press the ëGENERATEí button and the BE NUMBER, OSUFFIX, and RES PROD will be generated by the MIDB software.

Press OK.

Basic Facility Structure

Change the RECORD STATUS to W.

Enter FAC NAME. You can enter any text you want to identify this facility.



Basic Installation Structure

Enter FAC NAME.  The text should be similar to the text entered for the facility, but descriptive enough to indicate that this is the installation record and not the facility.

Press the ëGENERATE GEOí button and the MIDB software will attempt to figure out certain field values, based on the COORD.  If CC is still blank, you must enter a value to continue.  You can always enter CC = WW.



Administrative and Security Elements

Press the ëLIST SECURITY COMBOí button.  Simply select one from the list.



At this point, ëSave As Newí will be sensitized.  Select this to save a new installation and facility, containing the minimum data necessary.  If the save is successful, you will be presented with the Minimum Logical Record (MLR) Post Save window:

Add Again

Displays the Generate Installation/Facility Keys window with the same CATEGORY and COORD values and lets you add another record



Copy Carry

Takes you directly to the Create New Installation/Facility window (after calculating a new BE NUMBER).  At this point, you can make any changes needed and save it as a new record.



Maintenance

Takes you to the Facility Maintenance window.  At this point, you can make additional changes to the facility you just created.  You can also add associations to entities such as Equipment.



Cancel

Takes you back to the TAMPS DBA application.



To continue making changes to the record you just created, press the ‘Maintenance’ button.  This opens the Facility Maintenance window.

SAM Facilities



Press the ëEquipment Indexí tab and the ëAdd Newí button.  This will take you to the Facility Assoc Equipment Index window.  This window allows you to create a link to an existing EQP IDX record.

Association Information

Change the RECORD STATUS to W.  Enter ëS^^Bí in the ASSOC field and press the ëLIST ASSOCí button.  Note: there are two spaces between the S and B.  You can also press the ëLIST ASSOCí button and select ëS^^Bí for ëis supported byí



Equipment Index Functional Key Area

Enter ëTSX*í in the EQP CODE field and press the ëLIST EQP IDXí button.  Select the appropriate SAM type that supports this facility by double-clicking the desired entry.  Be as specific as possible.  The following window will be displayed.

Administrative and Security Elements

Press the ëLIST SECURITY COMBOí button.



At this point, ëSave As Newí will be sensitized.  Select this to save the Facility->Equipment Index association.  If the save is successful, ëSave As Newí will be desensitized.  This is all that is needed in order to indicate what type of SAM supports this facility.  



Press ëCloseí. This returns you to the Facility Maintenance window.

For a basic SAM facility, you are done.  If you need to add equipment, such as radars, continue with the ‘Facility Equipment’ instructions.

Press ëCloseí.  This returns you to the MLR Post Save window.

Select ëCancelí to return to the DBA module.

�Facility Equipment (Radars, AAA, etc.)



Press the ëEquipmentí tab and the ëAdd Newí button.  This will take you to the Facility Assoc Equipment window.  This window allows you to create a link to a new Equipment record.

Functional Key Area

This contains data on the facility; no edits are allowed here.



Association Information

Change the RECORD STATUS to W.  Enter an appropriate value in the ASSOC field and press the ëLIST ASSOCí button.  Note: A generic value that can be used for all equipment is ëIí.  You can also press the ëLIST ASSOCí button and select any value.



Equipment Functional Key Area

Enter a value in the EQP CODE field and press the ëLIST EQUIPí button.  Select the appropriate equipment that supports the facility.  Be as specific as possible.

XA*	EW/ACQ Radars

XB*	HF Radars

XC*	Missile Control Radars

XD*	Fire Control Radars

T*	AAA

Note: You can speed up ëLIST EQUIPí by entering a more complete value in the EQP CODE field.  The best thing to do is to enter the exact EQP_CODE, if possible.  Once you are in the ëEquip Listí window, make sure that you select an entry where EQP ID NUM is blank to create an association to a new equipment.  Selecting an entry where EQP ID NUM is not blank will tie this facility to an existing equipment record.  The following window will be displayed.

Administrative and Security Elements

Press the ëLIST SECURITY COMBOí button.





At this point, ëSave As Newí will be sensitized.  Select this to save the Facility->Equipment association.  If the save is successful, ëSave As Newí will be desensitized.  Select Navigate Forward or use the -> button to Go to the Assoc Full Record where you can make additional changes in the Equipment Maintenance window.  Note: The COORD has been defaulted to 000000000U0000000000U.

Functional Key Area

This section should be filled with the EQP CODE entered on the previous window, as well as some defaults.  Make any necessary changes.



GEO and A-W Fields

In GEO 1, enter the COORD value for the equipment.  Hint: To make the equipment position the same as the facility position, perform the following steps: delete the Equipment COORD value, then bring the Facility Maintenance window to the front, highlight the COORD, then copy to the COORD field in the Equipment Maintenance window.  Press the ëGENERATE GEOí button and the MIDB software will attempt to figure out certain field values, based on the COORD.  If CC is still blank, you must enter a value to continue.  You can always enter CC = WW.



Administrative and Security Elements

You should not have to make any changes here.



At this point, ëSave Changesí (Save Updates for this Record) will be sensitized.  Select this to save the changes to this equipment record.  If the save is successful, ëSave Changesí will be desensitized.  Press ëCloseí.  You will also need to press ëCloseí on the Facility Assoc Equipment window if you donít need to add more equipment to this facility.



Note: To add more equipment to this facility, you can keep the Facility Assoc Equipment window up and repeat the procedure of adding another Facility Assoc Equipment record and Equipment record.  You can also Close the Facility Assoc Equipment window and go back to the Facility Maintenance window to add more Equipment.



When you are finished adding equipment to this facility, press ‘Close.’  This returns you to the MLR Post Save window.





MLR Post Save��Add Again�Copy Carry�Maintenance�Cancel��



Select ëCancelí on the MLR Post Save window.  This will close all windows and return the user to the DBA module.
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
