Functional Key Area


Change the RECORD STATUS to W.


Enter TGT DTL NAME. You can enter any text you want to identify this target.





GEO1...


Enter COORD.


Press the íGENERATE GEOí button and the MIDB software will attempt to figure out certain field values, based on the COORD.  If CC is still blank, you must enter a value to continue.  You can always enter CC = WW.





Administrative and Security Elements


Press the íLIST SECURITY COMBOí button.  Simply select one from the list.





�
At this point, íSave As Newí will be sensitized.  Select this to save a new target, containing the minimum data necessary.  If the save is successful, íSave As Newí will be desensitized.





To continue making changes to the record you just created, select the desired tab.  Basic position data is contained in GEO1, elevation  data is contained in GEO2, Measurement fields such as length, width, and azimuth are contained in íA-Oí and íP-Wí accordingly.
