Capability to color quadrants in addition to circles


Provide legend of colors


TDD overlaid on DTED, Imagery, ADRG


Fixed or variable increment display for shades


Accessed via pulldown form MPM menu


Allow threat selection individually, by group (box select), or allin current Op area


Warn user if calculations will require more than 30 sec. wait
