1.	Scope





TAMPS will modify the Database Query  options Clutter/Declutter tool to allow selection of a display layer and the assignment of the next query's results to a new bucket in that layer.  Only certain types of queries, however, can be specifically directed.  Currently, these are temporary  queries (All, User, New, or EditBrowse, or List).  Currently the next query executed defaults to the first layer, forcing the operator to manually rearrange buckets/layers.





Providing this function saves operator time and effort when performing queries.

4.	Description of Processing





The TAMPS user can query the TAMPS databases via the “Database  Search” option.  The “Database Search” menu offers the user the ability to select queries from:


                   


                   All - Displays all existing queries available to the user regardless of who created them.


                   User - Displays queries generated by the specific user


                   Edit - Allows user to edit a query before executing it


                   New - Allows user to create a new query to be executed


                  Execute - Allows user to execute queries previously selected





This SOR adds the ability for the user to select an existing Layer from those in the Clutter/Declutter tool for data returned from the query to be written.  This option will be available for any of the above query options.  The return data will be written to a “bucket” which will be stored in the selected “Layer”.





Once the query is complete, the user can utilize all existing Clutter/Declutter tools for evaluating the returned data.


Query Processing (New, List, or Browse) shall make use of the selected layer to direct any results to that layer.  The user will select the desired layer prior to initiating a temporary query.  Upon execution of the temporary query, the results will be written to a bucket which will be stored in the selected layer.
