3.4.1.2.1.2.1	View Creation/Deletion


An Op Area shall be created by drawing a rectangle on a map display (latitude/longitude boundaries of the rectangle shall be displayed during the drawing process), by text entry of rectangle boundary, or by text modification of a drawn rectangle boundary.


The Op Area shall be assigned an alphanumeric identification and appended to a list of Op Areas.  The capability to retrieve and review latitude/longitude boundaries for an Op Area shall be provided.


Mission planners shall be provided the capability to create and save op areas within MPMs.  Planners shall have access to DBA created op areas and all planner created op areas.  Planners shall be provided the capability to delete their own op areas.  DBAs shall have the capability to select and save a planner created op area as a system op area and to delete planner op areas.

4.1  Mission Planner OpArea  Interface:





The mission planner will be able to create a “user” OpArea  from within the MPM for use in interacting with the map display.  The planner can save the “user” OpArea  without havinghaveing DBA privileges.  The “user” created OpArea  will only be accessibleaccessable by the user who created it and the DBA.  The mission planner will also have the ability to delete “user” OpArea  which he created.





4.2  DBA OpArea  Interface:





The DBA can create “system” OpAreas  which are saved and made available to all planners for use in interacting with the map display.  In addition, the DBA can select “user” OpAreas  and promote them to “system” OpAreas.  The DBA will be able to designate an OpArea as the “system” default.  The DBA will also have the ability to delete both “system” and “user” OpArea.
