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Statement of Requirement (SOR)


Purpose: The capability shall be provided to connect and operate TAMPS workstations on a Mission Planning Local Area Network (MPLAN). The MPLAN is required to support an integrated planning process in a distributed environment.  The MPMission Planning LAN shall be either aa Fiber Distributed Data Interface (FDDI) or Asynchronous Transfer Mode (ATM) network.  The Mission Planning LAN shall support up to 40 workstations in 10 ready rooms (4 per ready room), a “High Side” interface, up to 4 workstations in the CVIC spaces and also a Mission Planning Master server in the CVIC.


Requirement:  Capabilities shall include: 


Provide automated database synchronization capability from CVIC Master server to remote ready room workstations.


Support the addition of workstations to the LAN (up to 451).


Support the removal of workstations from the LAN and immediate operation of those workstations in the standalone mode.


Support the queuing of printer output to any printer device connected to the LAN.


Support the input/output of data to/from any SCSI Data Transfer Device (DTD) connected to the LAN.


Support operator-to-operator communicationsE-Mail between workstations on the LAN.


Support remote back-up of databases and filesystems through the LAN.


Support remote back-up of databases and filesystems through the LAN.


View and retrieve imagery/chart data from the CVIC based TAMPS server into a remote workstation.


Support the import/export of TAMPS mission/strike plans between workstations and the CVIC based TAMPS server.


View and retrieve environment data from the CVIC based TAMPS server into a remote workstation.�
