Criticality Rationale


Impact: TAMPS would not be a viable planning system once change to MIDB is made. With conversion to MIDB from Mainframe IDB at DIA and theater intelligence centers, threat information would no longer be available to TAMPS in its current form for initial load, automatic update, or exchange with any other system.


Workaround: Provide backwards compatibility between IDB and MIDB (unlikely) or manual entry of all threat data (infeasible).  For targets, continue to use the existing Target data structures in TAMPS and manual entry.�
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
