1.3.1  Object Update CSC


1.3.1.1  The TAMPS Object Update CSC shall provide the ability for MPMs to append Objects to the existing TAMPS object set during MPM installation.


1.3.1.1.1  The TAMPS Object Update CSC shall not allow import of duplicate objects.


1.3.1.1.2  The TAMPS Object Update CSC shall delete existing MPM objects prior to loading if duplicate objects are detected.
