Statement of Requirement (SOR)


Purpose:  Reallocate TARPS Mission Planning Function from TAMPS CORE to F-14 MPM.


Requirement: Remove TARPS functionality from TAMPS CORE and reallocate functionality to F14 MPM.  


This SOR does not address any enhanced functionality for F14 MPM or for TAMPS CORE.  TARPS requirements (and related STRs), as stated below, will be addressed by F14 SSA once TARPS functionality is reallocated from the CORE to the F14 MPM.  TARPS functionality is only utilized by F14.  A cost reduction for both CORE and F14 MPM maintenance is expected.


Processing requirements for support of F-14 aircraft reconnaissance mission planning are:


Support multiple TARPS sensors including KS-87B Serial Frame Camera, KA-99A Panoramic Camera, AN/AAD-5A Infrared Reconnaissance Set, KS-153A Serial Frame Camera, and AN/KS-155.


Display footprint of sensor coverage based upon sensor type, target location, aircraft parameters, and wind direction.


Display footprint as a transparent overlay.


Control overlay color


Specify minimum data set for the sensors with TARPS automatically calculating the A/C position to meet desired coverage.


Produce reports including film cycle rate, minimum film required, number of flight lines, target location, offset between lines, ground resolution, image scale, offset distance to ground segment, lineal ground coverage, velocity to height ratio, width of ground segment, and lateral ground coverage.
