Purpose:  Provide a communications and data interface between TAMPS and JSIPS-N to allow strike and reconnaissance planners access to imagery/imagery derived products to enhance the planning and execution process, provide simple tools to exploit these products, and facilitate the electronic data loading of precision/guided weapons and airborne sensor/ delivery platforms.

Criticality Rationale


Impact:  Lack of capability to provide electronic data loading of JSIPS-N generated precise aim point locations and reference imagery for current generation precision and guided airborne delivered weapons.  Lack of availability of recent imagery of points of interest and targets for the mission planner.  Lack of ability to evaluate tactical  image products and plan RECCE missions.


Work-around: There is no known work-around to provide reference images for Precision Guided Munitions (SLAM ER ATA, JSOW/JDAM), or provide capability for RECCE planning. Without the interface, precision aim point data must be keyed into TAMPS by the operator, inducing risk of operator error and increasing the time required to plan a guided weapon mission.  �
