When connected as a Hi client, all queries to databases returned no data, when there was data loaded on the server but none locally.





740	User accounts of defunct clients	OPN	


This is a repeat of DTR #532:��Original Text:  [If a Client Workstation Sys Admin shuts down a connected client machine and disconnects the machine from the MPLAN (hardware connection) but does not disconnect via the LAN Administration software, the Server Sys Admin can delete that workstation's entry in the NIS+ Host Table.  However, the problem is, all of the local user accounts and mission data still resides on the Server. If the Server Sys Admin deletes a defunct entry from the NIS+ Table, he/she should be given an option to delete any accounts and mission data associated with that client machine also.]��(Currently, when a shutdown client is deleted from the NIS+ host table using the LAN Admin HMI, the UNIX accounts of the users associated with that client are deleted but the Sybase accounts are still intact. This includes:��- truncating all GMI tables, including history tables (except the ZP user tables)�- loading accession numbers and SK counters after load completed.�- checking for existing scenarios.��In addition, we should reload the accession numbers and SK counters when disconnecting from GCCS. 758	"Stop Rep Server" function cancel not clean		OPN	


Selected "Stop Rep Server" while connected to GCCS-M.  There are 3 confirmation windows.  I canceled on the third one and I couldn't go back and do "Stop Rep Server" again.  We had to manually change the name of a file so that the "Stop Rep Server" function wouldn't get confused.��Ensure that canceling really does cancel.  Maybe there are too many confirmation screens and allowing cancel at this point is not appropriate.





759	EQP_TIE updates from GCCS-M fail to be replicated (TACDM)	OPN	


When the TACDM application is used on GCCS-M to create an entity with equipment, the update completes on the GCCS-M server.  However, the replication of those updates fails on the TAMPS side.  The error message is related to the EQP_TIE_INS trigger.  This happens consistently.��Note:  It appears that TACDM inserts a EQP_IDX_TIE, whose trigger causes an EQP_TIE to be created.  Both of these updates should be replicated to TAMPS, and the triggers on the TAMPS side should realize that the updates are from "RepServer" and NOT do the inverse. 768	Fatal ADA Compile Errors	TST

With a subscription on TGT_DTL_AIMPT_WPN, the replication fails when updates are made to this table.  Eliminate this subscription, since the data is not used by TAMPS.
